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Woman killed in Frenchtown Township car, train crash

DETROIT-Nov 30 2011

FRENCHTOWN TOWNSHIP, Mich. (WXYZ) - The Monroe County Sheriff's Office is
investigating a fatal car train accident on Nadeau Road in Frenchtown Township.

Investigators say 41year-old Alexandra McDuffie was killed when her 1995 Honda
Civic was hit by a southbound Norfolk Southern train.

The force of the impact with the train sent the car spinning until it came to rest about 3¢
feet south of the railroad crossing. McDuffie was ejected from the car and was pro-
nounced dead at the scene.

McDuffie's 8-year-old daughter was also in the car at the time of the accident. She was
taken to St. Vincent's Mercy Hospital in Toledo where she is listed in stable condition.

Police say alcohol does not appear to be a factor in the crash and that the train signalg
were working at the time of the accident.

SOUTHGATE @ Children can come down to Kiwanis Park, at the corner of Trenton Road and Leroy Street,
from 5 to 8 p.m. Friday and Saturday for free train rides with Santa.

The jolly elf will arrive on a fire engine at 5 p.m. at the north end of the park, hop on a train and head to the
south pavilion, where he will get off and do it again.

The Great Lakes Live Steamers will provide the trains, cars, decorations and refreshments for the event.

Jim Slimp, vice president of the Steamers, said the first time they held the event was last year at the re-
quest of Mayor Joseph Kuspa.

Kiwanis Park and Starr Jaycee Park in Royal Oak have permanent tracks. At Kiwanis Park, the group runs
trains the third weekend of the month from May through October. In Royal Oak, they run the first weekend
of the month. Kiwanis Park is the only location doing the Santa train rides.

There will be six trains running both days, with two cars apiece.

There will be coffee, hot cider, hot chocolate and doughnuts and other complimentary refreshments. There
also will be seven ice sculptures, the biggest one a 4 -foot -tall Southgate city logo.

The Great Lakes Live Steamers is a nonprofit group that has been providing free train rides for children at
parks for more than 30 years, Slimp said. He joined the organization in 2000. Slimp uses his own engine for
the rides and said he and members who brought their trains for the event pay for the gas and maintenance
of the trains themselves.
